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Welcome to another year of the Muskham Magazine. | do hope you all had an
enjoyable Christmas and | wish you a Healthy New Year. The theme for our
front covers this year will be trees and their symbolism. | don’t know what we
will discover. | have started this journey with the Sycamore Tree. The picture on
the front is not just any Sycamore Tree. The eagle eyed among you will have
recognised the Sycamore Gap Tree from Hadrian’s Wall. Or rather the tree
that was there until two men, in September 2023, for no apparent reason,
chopped it down in the middle night, because they could. The tree had stood
there in Hadrian’s Dip for more than 120 years. Many people were very
distressed by this meaningless vandalism.

The picture above is of 49 saplings which were grown from the seeds collected
from the original sycamore. They have been nurtured by the National Trust at
their Plant Conservation Unit for the last two years. Now standing at between
1m and 1.75ms (4-6 feet) tall they are strong enough to be planted outdoors.

Almost 500 different groups and individuals applied for one of the 49 saplings,
one representing 30cms(1foot) of the trees height when it was felled. Every
application told heartfelt stories of people’s emotional connections to the
Sycamore Gap Tree and the importance of nature. Among those selected
included a Tree Sanctury in Coventry rescuing the city’s trees, a site
commemorating the Minnie Pit mining disaster , Greenham Common in
recognition of its return to public use after decades of military use and the Rob
Burrow Centre for Motor Neurone Disease in Leeds. Even in the most difficult
of circumstances look for your ‘tree of hope ‘. Zacchaeus climbed the
sycamore tree to find his source of hope. What will you do?
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Over the next couple of months you're going to hear a lot more about

Tools With A Mission because Kelham Church has decided to offer its
support during 2026.

It's a Charity that collects unwanted tools, refurbishes them, and distributes
them to people in developing countries who can use them to earn a living and
gives other the opportunity to use their skills and experience in tangible ways
that benefit others. At the same time, it prevents thousands of unwanted
items either going to landfill or cluttering up our homes.

In the UK, the Charity can supply refurbished tools to Community
organisations as well as providing volunteering opportunities to a whole
range of people — anything from van driving to admin work. It provides space
for volunteers — often with mental health problems — to socialise, make
friends and at the same time use their skills in a significant way. Their work
also supports other groups according to their needs, for example, offering
work placements to young people with additional needs.

Overseas, it sends tool kits to training centres in six countries in Africa.
Trainees study carpentry, tailoring, mechanics and other practical skills and
after successfully completing the course, they are given a tool kit so they can
start earning a living, support themselves and feed their families.

On 18-19™ April, Kelham Church will hold an ‘Open Churches’ weekend when
you will be able to donate any unwanted tools you have — it doesn’t matter if
it's a single screwdriver or shed-load — we will collect them together and
donate on behalf of our villages.

So when you’re doing your annual Spring Cleaning, think of Tools With A
Mission and sort out those overcrowded shelves and cupboards full of
neglected tools.

Tools with a Mission




What values do you live by? Have you ever thought about your core values?
I’'ve heard someone’s core values explained as ‘who they really are’, the kind of
core principles that dictate how you behave, what you prioritise, what you are
or are not willing to do. Some examples might be: integrity, justice, kindness,
knowledge, leadership, learning, love, loyalty, mindfulness, optimism, patience
the list is almost endless.

What if | were to suggest some potentially less popular values: meekness,
righteousness, mercy, purity, peace. Add to these values mournfulness,
persecution and insult and you have the list from one of Jesus’ most famous
sets of teachings known as ‘The Sermon on the Mount’ (found in the Bible,
Matthew chapter five and verses one to twelve). These are sometimes known
as the ‘Beattitudes’. It's an interesting list when you compare it to a word that
seems (on the outside at least) to value a different set of things... The world
seems to value the assertive, Jesus says ‘meekness’; the world values
retribution but Jesus says ‘mercy’; the world values indulgence whereas Jesus
says ‘purity’; the world values force but Jesus says ‘peace’. They are kind of
topsy-turvy values. So which is right?

Well, I'm reflecting on our world and whether its predominant value system is
working for us. We live in a world driven by capitalism: ‘nothing ventured,
nothing gained; where market forces are king and the world is the oyster for
anyone who has the nouse to reach out and . Its values might be seen
as: assertiveness (if you want it, take it), force (survival of the fittest) or power
(don’t let anyone see your weaknesses), indulgence (you've earned it, use it).
But how is that working for us? The problem is that this is built on a competitive
society - for every winner there is a loser. If someone makes it big on the stock
market, someone else inevitably loses. We see it in the culture wars too: we're
told that we must put Britain first (exchange the country from wherever you live)
but if we're making decisions that are purely for our benefit, they will normally
disadvantage someone else. We're told we have to choose - farmers or
pensioners, young or old, renter or landlords and these groups are pitted
against each other and culture wars ensue. The result... winners! (And losers.)




When Jesus first gave us list he said that those who hold these values are
‘blessed’. I's an interesting word. Some translations of the Bible say
‘Happy’ (‘Happy are the meek...") but | don’t think happy cuts it - how can we
be ‘happy’ to be mourning? It's something deeper than that. By blessed | think
it means that something good will come your way. It's actually a word used in
the Bible to describe when we pray that God will ‘bless’ or bring something
good to a person or a community. (My emails always end with ‘God Bless.’)

Jesus’ way is different, shocking...beautiful. What if the world wasn’t to be won
but to be shared? What if we could work together, collaborate, for community
benefit not an individual one? Now that’'s world changing. | think if we can
shrug off the competitivity of the world and look towards Jesus’ list: valuing
meek cooperation that says, ‘no, after you..” valuing righteousness that seeks
to do the right thing even if we personally lose out as a result; showing mercy
instead of wanting revenge or retribution; and promoting peace, then perhaps
we can all be winners together.

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| hope you’ve had a good start the new year. As we
move through February it’s always a joy to see the
first signs of a new season approaching with the
early buds and flowers beginning to show and new
life appearing.

It's been a joy to see signs of new life in the church
too in recent times with lots of reports of people
returning to church and statistics to show for it (google the ‘Quiet Revival’ report
if you haven't already).

At St Michael's Church in Farnsfield (where I'm the vicar) we’ve been blessed to
have seen that a little over these past few years with many new people joining
our church family, attending Alpha Courses, and taking steps in faith. One of the
highlights of 2025 was seeing 14 adults (many of whom were new to church this
past year) being baptised as a sign of their newfound faith and desire to follow
Jesus.

Perhaps you've sensed a fresh openness to spiritual things too, either in yourself
or in others?

All this is a really exciting context to the new ‘Rural Clusters’ which have been
created in conversation with the team at the diocese and particularly our
Archdeacons. Farnsfield has been identified as the ‘hub’ church for ‘Rural
Cluster 3’ which includes the Riverside churches of North & South Muskham,
Averham & Kelham, and a number of parishes in between.

The new Rural Cluster won’t change anything in terms of parish boundaries —
and I'm pleased to say the plan is still for the Riverside parishes to have their
own vicar in due course. Rather this is a and partnership
aimed at enabling our churches to work together to resource new ministry and
encourage growth.

Alongside the clergy posts which will continue as planned, there will be a
number of new paid cluster roles which have been made possible through the
generosity of the national church, and which will support new mission and
ministry. My role as the (fancy title alert) ‘Lead Mission Enabler’ will be to work
alongside this new team, as well as local clergy and Parochial Church Councils,
to support these developments.

Whilst we're still getting our heads around what it all means and how it might all
work, | think it's a great opportunity to work together as parishes as we seek to
follow God’s lead and enable more people to find a home in our churches.
